Scholarship Program
Purpose of the Scholarship Program:

To encourage women to pursue careers in the environmental field; to mentor students with an interest in the environmental field; and to provide students with connections to SWEP’s diverse membership for networking and career development opportunities.
The Scholarship Award:

Two scholarships are granted annually to women studying to pursue careers in the environmental field.  One scholarship is awarded to an undergraduate student in the amount of $1,500 and one scholarship is awarded to a graduate or law student in the amount of $2,000.  Eligible applicants must be enrolled in an academic program, pursuant to the requirements listed below, as of Fall 2009. The scholarship funds will be awarded directly to the selected student in each category in a single lump sum in April 2009.  Also included with the award will be a free membership in SWEP Greater Philadelphia for as long as the scholarship recipient remains enrolled as a student at an eligible academic institution.  

Eligibility Requirements:

A. All Applicants.  You must meet all of these requirements, and either the requirements of Section B or C to be eligible.
a. I am female.

b. I am a United States citizen or hold permanent resident status.

c. I have a minimum GPA of 3.0 (scale of 4.0) or its equivalent.
d. I have completed and submitted the application by February 27, 2009.
e. I am available for an interview conducted by the SWEP Scholarship Committee during the week of March 23, 2009.
i. I am not a member of the SWEP Board of Directors or of the SWEP Scholarship Committee, or immediate family of such a member.

j. I am not a previous SWEP scholarship award recipient. (Previous applicants who were not selected for an award may re-apply.)
B. Undergraduate Scholarship.  You must meet all of these requirements to be eligible. 

a. I am currently enrolled at one of the eligible colleges or universities (see list) as an undergraduate student and will continue to be enrolled as an undergraduate in Fall 2009.

b. I have a declared major in a field related to the environment.

C. Graduate Scholarship.  You must meet all of these requirements to be eligible. 

a. I will be enrolled in Fall 2009 at one of the eligible colleges or universities (see list) as a graduate student.  Students not currently enrolled in a graduate program must show proof of acceptance as part of their application.

b. My graduate studies relate to the environmental field.

c. The SWEP Scholarship Committee must receive complete applications by February 27, 2009.  No applications received after that date will be considered.   All applications timely received will be reviewed by the SWEP Scholarship Committee.  The Committee will thereafter select up to 5 top candidates in each category for interviews.  The interviews will be held during the week of March 23, 2009.  The scholarship recipients will be announced and presented with their scholarship checks at an event to be held in April, 2009.
d. A complete official academic transcript, which includes the latest grading period, must be furnished.  Graduate students must submit complete transcripts for undergraduate as well as graduate courses (as applicable).
e. Any applicant who is dually enrolled as an undergraduate and a graduate student may be considered for either scholarship at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee.

F. (undergraduate) Please attach a typed summary (300 word maximum) of either an environmental project that you have completed (or is in progress); or a description of your vacation/out of school work experience that is related to the environment and natural resources.  Your essay should clearly demonstrate your leadership capabilities along with your interest in the environmental field.  
G. (graduate) Please attach a typed essay (300 words maximum) which demonstrates your leadership experience in the environmental field.  Students returning to pursue (after an absence of time) an advanced academic education should describe their work experience including demonstrated leadership abilities, and any extra-curricular activities during your absence from academia.

H. Provide official transcript.  If a graduate student, please provide both undergraduate and graduate transcripts.
I. Please provide a resume or curriculum vitae.
J. Letters of Recommendation.   Please attach two letters of recommendations including at least one academic letter of recommendation.  The letters should be no longer than one page each and address (as appropriate):

a. Academic achievement 

b. Work experience 

c. Personal character 

d. Commitment to chosen field of study
